A staunt defender of human rights and religious freedom,
Cardinal Joseph Zen, Bishop o Hong Kong, has voiced out
issues of different aspeds “deviating’ from Catholic social
teadings, such as his concen about the Hong Kong
government’s educaion reform padage aguing that, once
enaded, the new legislation would downplay the role of the
Church in running Catholic schools and in promoting Cathalic
culture.

During a homily given by Cardinal Zen in a Masscdebrated at
Chinese in the Vatican on 25 March 2006, he said: "My
becoming a cadinal shows how much the Pope values peoplein
China. The red colour | am wearing is meant to signify a
cadina©s willingness to shed blood. . . it is the blood and the
teas from the numerous, nameless, heroes in both the officia
and underground churches who have suffered for being faithful
to the church.”

aSome Considerations Regarding Article 9 of the Japanese

Constitution® which is based on the discusson at the Joint

Australia-Japan Workshop held on 12-15 September 2005. It

was published bah in English and Japanese.

The discusdon, with the theme " Seaching for Equitabili ty and
Peacein Post 9-11 World: Exploring alternatives for Australia
and Japan,® brought together senior scholars and experts from
Augtralia, Japan, Malaysia and Pakistan, to dscuss the
relationship of the two courtries.

They concluded that:

- The red foundations for sustainable peace should be
founded on cooperation instead of confrontation; a more
multi -lateral approach should be adopted.

- Thereis a gap between the traditional notion of @national
seaurity® and shuman seaurity.©

- Military confrontation and integration into the military
strategy of US - implicit in the movement towards
congtitutional change - is not an eff edive meansto seaurity.

- Japanese seaurity can only be adieved by establishing a
sustainable order in East Asia. This requires resolution of
the history issue aad commitment on Japan's part not to
bemme amilit ary power again.

- Japan should take alealership role in promoting global
seaurity by making human seaurity an important focus,
thereby bringing about a world that is sgnificantly safer
from threas which arise when people ae desperately
marginali zed.

- Seaurity and stability can be promoted by developing
multi-level relationships between countries, including
cultural exchange programs and joint civil society adivities.

Open Letter to Government on the firss UNHRC
Eledion

The National Commisdon for Justice axdd Peae (NCJIP)
Pakistan, together with the Asian Forum for Human Rights
(FORUM-ASIA), the Human Rights Commission of Pakistan
and the Human Rights Education Forum-Pakistan, signed an
open letter to the Government of Pakistan on the first eledion of
membership for the new United Nations (UN) Human Rights
Council, which was held on 9 May 2006

Archbishop Lawrence Saldanha, Chairman, and Peter Jacab,
Exeautive Seaetary of NCJP, stated in a previous pressrelease
that the arrent pledges made by the Pakistani government
refleded a non-committal attitude towards human rights as the
country has not acceled to several important human rights
tredies.

This open letter campaign uged the government to make
spedfic and credible public pledges and commitments in
suppart of its candidacy to the UN Human Rights Council and
also urged the government to listen to the voice of civil society.

Among the 18 candidates* for the new UN Human Rights
Council from Asia, some had not submitted voluntary pledges,
whil e pledges made by many ather countries remained empty.
The open |etter was further disseminated by the Asian Center for
the Progress of Peoples (ACPP), encouraging others to urge
their own governments to make commitments to its candidacy
via that oppatunity, and ultimately improve the human rights
situation in their respedive wurtries.

More activistskill ed in Phili ppines

According to Amnesty International's latest courtry report, the
number of attacks on deftist® adivists and community workers
in the Philippines rose sharply in 2005 People who are most at
risk include members of leftist paliti cd parties, including Bayan
Muna (People First) and Anakpawis (Toiling Masss), other
human rights and community adivists and priests, church
workers and lawyers regarded by the authoriti es as sympathetic
to the broader communist movement.

Most of the atadks were caried out by unidentified assail ants
on motorcycles. In 2005 at least 66 fatal shootings and at least
25 all eged 2disappeaances® of |eftistsand athers were reported.

On 31 May 2006 the president of Catholi c Bishops© Conference
of the Philippines (CBCP), Archbishop Angel N. Lagdameo
described the situation as"a sad commentary on our country and
government which wants to aboli sh deah penalty® in the CBCP
statement. He stressed that al victims are subjeds of human
rights and are entitled to due processin an unbiased court. A

South Korea

History of US Military Basesin Pyongtaek

There were violent clashes between residents of Pyongtaek and
the padlice in March and May 2006 Again in ealy June,
villagers launched a hunger strike to protest against the
government's plan to expand a US military base, Camp
Humphreys in Pyongtaek, and against the arest of Daedwuri
vill age head and Chairman of Paengsung Counter measurement
Committee Kim Ji-tag on 5 May.

Fr. Mun Jeong-hyon (Barthdomew), who heals the Pan S
Korea Solution Commission against US base expansion in
Pyongtaek, said that it was not a problem of compensation, but
about the right of farmers to remain on their lands. He said he
would not eat while Kim remains in prison; he has been on a
hunger strike for 7 conseautive days. Fifteen adivistswho have
remained in padlice wstody since March have dso joined in the
strike. Many people, including civic leaders are visiting the
hunger strike site dthough the police are blocking them.
Supparters join the hunger strike in different places, about 100
meters away from Fr. Mun©s place sometimes gaying overnight
on the streds, in order to inform people &out the Pyongtaek US
base.

In order to understand the badkground of the people's druggle
against the expansion of the US milit ary basesinthe aeg andto
lend better solidarity to them, below isa summary of the history
taken from <http://antigizi.or.kr/english/> for your information.

Pyeongtaek has a history of being a military outpost since the
Sino-Japanese war in 1894 During the Second World War in
1941, the Japanese established bases in Paengsong and
Anjungri, built onfarmsand hills. Residentswereforced off the
land and not given any compensation.

As on asKoreabecame liberated in 1945 the Japanese base in
Anjungri was taken over by the US military which continues to
expand their units urtil today. As hills and farm fields were
converted into military fadlities, the residents of surrounding
villages sich as Daedwri and, Anjungri (where Camp
Humphreys is built), were not given any options.

In August 2005 the Ministry of National Defense (MND)
announced its imminent domain and takeover of land for base
expansion in Pyongtaek and Paengsong. About 200families, a
university and ancestral lands are expeded to be transferred.

According to the Base Structure Report released in July 2004 ty
the US Department of Defense, there ae 108 US bases and
fadlitiesin Korea According to the Republic of Korea(ROK)
Ministry of National Defense 2004 Defense White paper,
33,000 US Forces in Korea(USHK) troops are stationed in the
courtry.

The USKK are stationed in ROK based on the Korean-US
Mutual Defense Agreement 1953 whil e the management of the
military fadlities and land was gdipulated through the Status of
Forces Agreement (SOFA) in 196. However, the procedure
for land lease mntrad was not included in any agreement, thus
the conflict with land owners becane aygravated.

Public aiticism increased over the US Administration's New
Milit ary Strategy — 2strategic flexibili ty® —which transformsthe
USHK's defensive role for the country into a more offensive
task force (eg. as part of an urjustified war) which the ROK
government has no oHigation to provide for and isaviolation to
the Mutual Agreament.
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Milit ary build-up is taking place adifferent air bases including
Pyongtaek and Gwangju, which enhances the accssibility of
forces and munitions through the Pyongtaek harbour. In
Pyongtaek, which is grategically locaed to contain or attadk
China (identified as potential threa to the US), the bases will
alow flexibility when deploying troops. Moreover, it will put
USHK outside of the North Korean missile range. This will
increase the tensions between South and North Korea @ well as
China, without provocation, and thregen the peaceon the
Korean peninsula.

According to the enlargement plans, large aeas of rice lands
will be handed over to the US, raising concern about the
destruction of homes and lands and livelihood d residents.

Since 2002 when Pyongtaek was sleded asthe new relocation
site, residents began their struggle to proted their land from US
forces. Several residents have died during the struggle. Since
January 2006, farmers drove their tradors and visited farmers
and citizens' organizaions, dedaring their oppgition and
vowing to oppae the forcible seizure of their land, to publicize
the issue and to creae solidarity links. They want Korean
citizens and the international community to know about the
tragic situation of the farmers.

Meanwhile the Ministry of Nationa Defense and the Spedal

Commisson of USFK Affairs appea to be determined to

procead with the land takeover in spite of the residents©
objedions.

IRN Report on Water

The International Rivers Network (IRN) has published the first
annual report on "Spreading the Water Wedth: Making Water
Infrastructure Work for the Poor." 1t can be downloaded at the
IRN web site:

According to the report, the basic water, food and energy needs
of the world's poaest people cax be met by redireding
investments in water infrastructure to affordable, decentralized
and environmentally sustainable technologies. This strategy is
affordable and can generate the emnomic growth needed to
produce broadtbased poverty reduction.  However, this
approach is being largely ignored by international financial
institutions and governments, and the largetdam lobby is now
aggressvely suppating a resurgence of investment in water
megatprojeds. This report argues that the needs of the poor
must be put in the front and center of water infrastructure
strategies, and rebuts the main arguments for the megatprojed

approach.

The report's threekey messages can be summarized as foll ows:

- The widespread implementation of small-scde
infrastructure for delivering water and energy services is a
pre-requisite to adiieving the Millennium Development
Goals (MDG).

- Poverty in developing counties is not due to low levels of
water storage cgadty in large reservoirs, nor to
under-exploitation of their potential for large hydropower. It
is dueto the lack of accessand connedivity of eledricity to
aress where poar peoplelive.

- A re-surgence of major "multi-purpose’ hydropower and
water diverson projeds will have unacceptable
environmental and social impactsand will divert funds away
from investments that would significantly reduce poverty.

- move towards sustainable systems that cdebrate life, hope

Make Affluence History: A necessary focus for
Aotearoa/New Zealand

Over recant decales we have leant more aout the magnitude
and true redity of poverty. The UN Food and Agriculture
Organisation (FAO) tells usthat about 852 milli on people suffer
from chronic hunger and about 16,000 children die from
preventable poverty related causes daily.

One of the recent responses to this redity has been the Make
Poverty History campaign. Calling for greder justice in trade
relationships, cancdl ation of poorer nations' debt and more and
better aid, a variety of groups and organizaions around the
world seethese platforms as contributing to the redizaion o
the UN Mill ennium Goals.

Over the last yea afew voices in Aoteaoa/New Zedand have
begun to seriously question whether poverty can truly be made
history without also looking at the other side of the min aswell.
Affluence and the increasing concentration of affluence in the
hands of the richest 20% of the world's population must also be
made history. Today almost 83% of the world's income is
gained and controlled by these richest 20% while the poarest
20% are left to share only 1.4%.

In Auckland, the Ecumenicd Coalition for Justice, a group of
Catholic, Anglican, Presbyterian and Methodist Justice ad
Peaceworkers, isin the ealy stages of a projed to look at the
redity of affluence and its contributionto poverty. They hopeto
produce an educdional resource for parishes, groups and
individuals that will look at affluence and the relationship
between affluence and poverty particularly in the light of
current understandings of economic growth. This gudy will
aso include biblicd and theologicd insights and pradicd
responses.

Catholic Social Teading tells us that we do not own anything
outright - all wedth carries with it a social mortgage. Those
who are hungry have aright to cdl on the resources of those
who have more than they need so that no one will be hungry, no
one will be poor. So while the Make Poverty History campaign
isnecessary, so is Make Affluence History!
